Upon her 
return in March of 2005, 
Payne was nominated to 
participate in the Joint 
Task Force Exercise 
Training in support of the 
13th Marine 
Expeditionary 

Unit. The training 
included preparing 
Marines for riot control, 
embassy attacks and 
evacuation procedures 
from hostile areas. 

During her second 
deployment to Iraq, 
Payne supported 
Operation Lioness, an all 
female unit that dealt with 
female Iraqi citizens. She 
also served as a Syscon 
Watch Officer responsible
